Day 1: NAIROBI - AMBOSELI

transfer to Amboseli National Park. Famous for its big game — elephants, lions and cheetahs are the main
attractions — and for its great scenery beauty. Amboseli embodies five main wildlife habitats, plus a generally
dry lake-bed — Lake Amboseli. These are open plains; extensive stands of yellow-barked acacia woodland;
rocky, lava strewn thorn-bush country; swamps and marshes; and at the western end of the reserve, above
Namanga, the massif of Ol Doinyo Orok rising to over 2,760m (8.300ft) and still for the most part
zoologically unexplored. Arrive in time for your hot lunch. Enjoy your afternoon game drive till late evening.

Day 2: AMBOSELI

Day 3: LAKE NAKURU

Lake Nakuru
National Park covers 180 sq km. The park is home to warthogs, waterbuck, buffal oes, reedbucks, and the
occasional leopard. White and black rhinos were introduced to the park some years ago and you may find
white rhino at the southern end. The park has also retained its reputation as an ornithologists' delight with
more than 400 species of bird found here.</span></p>

Day 4: LAKE NAIVASHA
